1. Each party will recommend a liaison member to sit in the executive committee of the other party. After having approved by the other party, this liaison person will be included in the email list of the corresponding executive committee. He/She could participate all associated discussion, and will be invited to attend the executive committee meeting. 

2. The function of this liaison person is mainly to reflect the policy/view of his/her own party to another party, and also report the status/activity/view of other party to his/her own party, and he/she has no right to vote (i.e., only acting as an observer).

3. The term of recommended liaison member is decided by each party, and is suggested to be the same as that of the executive committee that appoints him/her. In the case of AFNLP, the term of current AFNLP liaison member (to be recommended to ACL) will end at Dec. 31, 2008. For the case of ACL, it is up to you.
